Research on Steven Spielberg

One of the most historic and noticeable film directors of his generation, Steven Spielberg is arguably Hollywood's best known director and one of the best directors to silence his critics by always adding an extra surprise now and again. Spielberg is widely regarded, as producer, director and writer that has the changed the film industry like no one before. 

Steven Allan Spielberg was born in 1946 in Cincinnati, Ohio. His parents were born into Jewish immigrant families. Steven spent his younger years studying at university but dropped out to pursue his entertainment career he decided to drop out. He began as an assistant editor for the western film wagon train. His early directing career began with: Battle Squad, a ww2 film that had an airplane on the ground to try and make you believe that its moving. One of his earliest directing roles began with Escape to Nowhere, featuring young adults as World War Two soldiers. This included, Anne Spielberg featuring in a western for the first time.

 His inductory roles in directing and editing began with short films that he tried to make eye catching and stand out from the crowd. Through the years, Spielberg directed many more movies that would create a path to his future career in movies. He directed Fire Light, a sci-fi based movie of aliens invading a small town. He also directed Slipstream, which wasn’t a film that had an ending. However, in 1968 he directed Ambling, which wasn’t the first of his movies to feature a desert. Ambling also became the name of his production company helping towards directing ET. Spielberg had a different way of producing films an example is Duel, in 1971, that included Dennis Weaver. 

In the early 1970s Spielberg worked on TV and directing series as Rod Sterling’s Night gallery in 1969 and Marcus welby and Colombo in 1971. The majority of work in television and short films, were just a hint of the talent that would dazzle audiences all over the world.
